	Research and gather information
	Collects a great deal of information-all relates to the topic
	Collects basic information-most relates to the topic
	Collects little information-some relates to the topic

	Share information
	Relays a great deal of information-all relates to the topic
	Relays basic information-most relates to the topic
	Relays very little information-some relates to the topic
	Does not relay any information- to the topic

	TAKE RESPONSIBILITY

	Fulfills team duties
	Performs of all duties
	Performs nearly all duties
	Performs very little duties
	Does not perform any duties

	Share equally
	Always does the assigned work without having to be reminded
	Usually does the assigned work- rarely needs to be reminded
	Rarely does the assigned work - often needs to be reminded
	Always relays on others to do the assigned work 

	VALUE OTHERS’ VIEWPOINTS

	Listen to other teammates
	Listens and speaks a fair amount
	Listens, but sometimes talks too much
	Usually doing most of the talking, rarely allows others to speak
	Consistently talking, doesn’t allow others to speak

	Make fair decisions
	Always helps team to reach a fair decision
	Usually considers all views

	Conventions
	No errors in capitalization, punctuation, and spelling
	1- 2 errors in capitalization, punctuation, and spelling
	3 -5 errors in capitalization, punctuation, and spelling
	More than 5 errors in capitalization, punctuation, and spelling

	Group Work
	Everyone participated equally, listened to each other, and was positive
	Most people participated, a few team members were not listened to, and there were a few arguments
	Some people participated, several team members were not listened to, and there were many arguments


	A small part of the group did all the work, some didn’t contribute any ideas, and we didn’t get along.

	Accuracy
	Information is well researched, interesting and complete
	Research is shown but could be more complete or accurate
	Some research is shown but is often and inaccurate
	Little or no research is shown.  Information is inaccurate

	Product
	Presentation is well prepared and creative
	Presentation showed some preparation and creativity
	Presentation showed little preparation and lacked creativity
	Presentation was unorganized and incomplete
